Progress report thus far:
· Attendance: Regular members approximately 10 people. 
· Meeting time and place: 2nd floor room ,76 Beverly @ 1:30PM
· Josh has been running to fellowship by himself for several months until Ray and Ken got involved. Still there is a risk of Josh burning out, especially since he is a very passionate person. 

· As a group, (Raymond, Kendrick and Hanson) met with Pastor Nolan (July 23, 2008) – Note: Hanson is not part of the ‘official’ leadership team but is our good friend and active member in the group. 
· We have begun having regular prayer meetings on Wednesday Nights @ 8:00PM (TCBC)

What we did this past quarter 

· May + June: Topics have been chosen at the discretion of the discussion leader (all Josh Ng). Topics discussed included 1. Your Mission in life 2. Materialism. Once the ‘leadership team’ was built, we have begun to have more structured programmes, beginning with the Tithing studies. 
· Tithing (July): Kendrick led these studies (2 completed, 2 to go). These studies were prepared with the help of Pastor Nolan and have a format of 2 bible studies + 2 discussion case studies. 
· Water Run: On Sunday July 13th, 2008, YAG hosted its first outreach event. It was a great success. The Outreach event involved passing out water to the community. We had approximately 15 participants. 

What we plan to do (the next quarter – Four months ending November/2008) 
· August: Kendrick will complete the tithing studies. 

· September: Josh and Ray are planning a series of studies that will be focused on practical ways to prepare and excel in university with respect to time management.  
· FAST: We hope to be able to assist the FAST attract and retain university students who attend one of the downtown universities by supporting the committee and provide a fellowship for the students.
For clarity sake: YAG will not be sitting on the FAST committee nor directly be responsible for programming. Nevertheless, we plan to be heavily involved where we can, particularly, in providing a place where those serving in FAST can be ‘refreshed’. 
Prayer items

1. Leadership: Currently, the group is quite male biased, we believe largely due to the lack of a female presence in our leadership team. To further our goal of supporting other ministries, we are looking for a female leader. 
2. Mentor: We are looking for a couple, who are significantly older than us, with the heart to mentor the leadership group. They do not necessarily have to attend the group meetings. We believe that finding a mentor is of absolute importance since the mentor would read over our studies to ensure biblical accuracy, challenge us so that we do not stagnate and support us in building the group into a fellowship.
